If you chose certain UVOT filters, you need to give a strong justification for the filter choice(s).  If not strongly justified, UVOT observations will be performed in the ``Filter of the Day'' mode to minimize UVOT filter wheel rotations. If more than one target is proposed, give the priority of each target in case only some of your targets are accepted. If this is a monitoring program, give the cadence of observations and all time constraints.
